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Abstract 

         The purposes of this study were to analyze the elements ratified the 
professional competency for school librarians, to develop the professional competency 
enhancing model for school librarians, to try out the model and to evaluate the 
model.The samples for analyzing the element professional competency enhancing 
model for school librarians were school library teachers from high schools under the 
Office of Secondary Education nationwide. The data collection for this step was 369 
librarians by multi-stage random sampling according to school sizes.  However, for the 
try out stage, the samples were 26 school librarians by purposive random sampling 
from secondary schools in Phitsanulok. The research tools were training package, 
survey, evaluation form for appropriateness, test, attitude assessment form, skill 
assessment form, and the evaluation form for professional competency enhancing 
model for school librarians. The data for ratification and the second ratification 
elements were analyzed by LISREL program, and other data were analyzed by mean, 
standard deviation, t-test.  The findings were as follows: the analysis of professional 
competency enhancing school librarians composed of 4 elements: library science and 
information science, management, education, and information technology. The 
professional competency enhancing model accorded with empirical data. The 
structural validity testing result by Chi-square was 71.52; p=0.05, the free degree value 
is 54, GFI=0.97, AGFI=0.95 and RMSEA=0.03. Model development was done through 
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Instructional Model of Cooperation Learning and learning theories for adults resulted 
for 4 learning units of the training package.  In terms of model evaluation, it was in a 

highest level (X =4.68, S.D. = 0.48) and the model was fitted in every element. For the 
model try out, mean of knowledge, practice score, attitude score were higher than the 
pre-test score significantly different at 0.01, and mean of evaluation of model 

appropriateness was in a high level (X =4.47, S.D. =0.58). The evaluation of four facets: 

possibility, benefit, appropriateness and correctness were in a highest levels ( X =4.57, 
S.D. =0.54). Therefore, this research can be applied for developing the school librarians 
efficiently.   
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
