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The Development of Indigo - dyed Cloths’ Pattern

for the New Generation People
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Abstract

The study on the development of indigo-dyed cloths’ pattern for new generations had 3
objectives, which were 1) to study the new generations’ demand on indigo-dyed textile; 2) to improve
the fabric and the model products according to the new generations’ demands; 3) to distribute information
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on textile demands and exhibit the developed textile samples. There were 4 research activities, which
were 1) information gathering of the new generations’ demands on indigo-dyed cloths’ pattern by
interviewing; 2) holding a seminar, designing the textile and developing the textile model; 3) examining
the textile model, designing and manufacturing the product; 4) exhibiting the product model to the public
and collecting the data on the satisfaction on the model and product.

The research result yielded that most of the new generations aged between 20-50 years old
preferred indigo—-dyed textile made from cotton with pure indigo dyeing in dark color, smoothly thin cloth
with small patterns over the textile. The said result was presented to the seminar participants who were
manufacturers, traders, consumers, promoters and researchers, to brainstorm together to design and
create the textile, totally 7 textile in 7 different patterns. The researchers with the consumers, traders
and tailors together examined the fabric, designed and tailored the textile into 10 products. The products
were then being presented to the public in 2 fashion shows in Sakon Nakhon’s provincial fair. An exhibition
was also held and satisfaction of participants was being asked. It was found that the products that gained
the most satisfaction were Phadeang-Aikham shirt, cactus-pattern woman suit and applied Mhee-pattern

woman suit respectively.
