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Guidelines for Manuscript Preparation

The editorial board has issued the instructions for manuscript preparation as a guideline for an
author in submitting a manuscript for publication in Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University Journal. This
guideline is also for the benefits of the editorial board to verify the manuscript before publication to create

a quality, credible and referable journal.
Manuscript Preparation

1. Manuscript can be written in either Thai or English. The components of an article is to be
composed following this instruction. The use of Thai language, its vocabularies and terminologies has to
be adhered to the rules of The Royal Institute of Thailand. Unnecessary mixture of Thai and English should
be avoided. If necessary, a Thai word is to be followed by its English term in a parentheses; the first
letter of the first word in English must begin with a capital letter while others are to be followed in small
letters, unless a word is a proper name which must always begin with a capital letter.For a Thai word
followed by its English translation which is used in various places, both Thai and English words are to be
noted together only in the first mention and Thai word is to be used solely in further mention in the
article.The English part of an abstract should be checked by experts in English language before submission.

2. Typing An article shall be typed into Microsoft Word with a paper size of A4 (8.5 x 11 Inches).
Set the margins from top and bottom of the paper at 2 inches while the margins from left and right shall
be set at 1.25 inches. There must be only one column. All pages are to be numbered.

3. Font Format Use TH Niramit AS for both Thai and English. Font size must be the same for
both Thai and English fonts as to be further instructed here. For an article’s title, use 18pt. For an author’s
name and main topic, use 16pt. in bold. For sub-topics, use 14pt. in bold. For a content, use normal 14
pt. throughout the article. For the first page of footnote which states the author’s academic title and
address, use normal 12 pt.

4. Number of Pages The length of an article should not exceed 13 pages, including tables, images
and references.

5. Tables, lllustration/Figure, Charts and Graphs are to be inserted in the content. Only the
essential information of these forms should be shown and arranged to be in coherence with the main
content. The names of the tables is to be on the top of them. On the other hand, the names of the
llustration/Figure, charts and graphs are to be shown below them along with concise and complete

description.
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6. Types of Manuscript
6.1 Research Article is a presentation of a research result. This can either be in a form of
concept paper or a complete research work which the author has conducted by him/herself.
6.1.1 Components in a beginning part

1) Title — should be concise and shows clear objective of a research. The length
should not exceed 100 letters. The name of the title in Thai is to be written first before the English name.
For the English name, the first letter of the first word must be capitalized with an exception of Article and
Preposition, which must be typed in small letters. For scientific names, italicize the terms without
underlining them. If a common name of a living species in Thai is mentioned, a scientific name of it must
be noted as well.

2) Authors and co-authors — The name and surname of the author in both
Thai and English has to be given. In English, the first letters of the author’s name and surname must be
capitalized. If there are more than two researchers, footnote reference number must be used respectively
and researchers’ institutions have to be identified at the bottom of the first page. (for researchers
who are students, educational level, department and academic institution has to be given)

3) Abstract — Both Thai and English abstracts must not exceed 300 words in
length each. The purpose of an abstract is to summarize the overall content of a research work into a
concise and complete text. Therefore, its length should be short but its content direct and composed of
only significant elements. The Thai abstract is to come first, followed by its English counterpart.

4) Keywords — Use the word in the content which describes the research
methodology, research problems, research result, the place where the research is conducted. Keywords
must be written in both Thai and English within a limit of 5 words for each language and placed at the

end of the abstracts of each language.

6.1.2. The contents of the research in a science field : chemistry, biology, physics,
mathematics, computer, health science, agricultural science, engineering and others, must be composed
of the following elements.

1) Introduction — State the background and the significance and the reasons of
the research as well as other related documents and the purpose of the research.

2) Materials and methods — This part shall include the names, types, numbers
as well as specific qualities of research materials. Explanation of research methodology, experiment plans,
data collection methods, statistic data analysis and the interpretation of analyzed data must also be

provided.
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3) Results — Results must be clearly reported, mainly adhering to the research
objectives. Explanation of research results should be made mainly in descriptions. If there are many
variables or figures, the results shall be presented in the form of images, tables, charts and graphs; these
shall be inserted in the content with a short and complete explanation of research results.

4) Discussion — Discussion is a part where an opinion of how and why the
research result is in coherence of, or differ from, research objectives, research hypotheses or others’ past
research results is shown. Supporting evidences of this, whether they be theoretical evidences or research
results, shall be provided.

5) Suggestions — This is to recommend the research results for further beneficial
uses as well as other related issues which can be used to conduct future research.

6) References — Completely note only what have been cited in the research

article by using APA citation style.

6.1.3. Contents of a research article in the field of humanity and social science
. linguistics, social science, political and administrative science, jurisprudence, education, commerce,
accountancy and others, must be composed of the following elements.

1) Introduction — Explain the background and the importance of the research
along with related documents and research purposes.

2) Objectives — This is an essay of significant issues of objectives which covers
the overall guideline in conducting a research.

3) Hypothesis — This is a descriptive essay of hypothesis or an identification of
relationship between variables.

4) Scope - Set up the boundary of the research, which will be a guideline for
conducting a research in its content, population and sample groups, rules in setting sample size, random
sampling, variables and relationship between variables, area and the length of research time.

5) Research methodology — Specify the research plan. For example, survey,
document study, experiment, etc.

6) Research tools — Types of tools, methods of creating, testing and research tools
improvement.

7) Data collection — Methods of collecting the data and time length of data collection.

8) Data analysis — Statistics used in analyzing the data.

9) Research result-Clearly report the research result from the analysis or
synthesis of the research, adhering to the research objectives. Descriptive writing should be used in
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explaining the research result. If there are many variables or figures, the results shall be presented in the
form of images, tables, charts and graphs; these shall be inserted in the content with a short and complete
explanation of research results.

10) Research result discussion-This is to show whether the research result is
in coherence with, or differ from, research objectives, research hypotheses or past research results. It
should be elaborated along with the reasons of such outcome as well as supporting theoretical evidences
or research results.

11) Suggestions — Presenting clear research results which should be put to
further use and recommending future research issues.

12) References — Completely note only what have been cited in the research

article by using APA citation style.

6.2 Review Article — is an article that an author has composed by reading and studying

| from documents, translations, and the author’s work of experience or knowledge that is passed on from

others. The purpose of a review article is to distribute knowledge as well as proposing valuable and
academically beneficial opinions of various sciences.
6.2.1 Components in a beginning part

1) Title — should be short, concise and shows clear research objectives. The
length should not exceed 100 letters. The name of the title in Thai is to be written first before the English
name. For the English name, the first letter of the first word must be capitalized with an exception of
Article and Preposition, which must be typed in small letters. For scientific names, italicize the terms
without underlining them. If a common name of a living species in Thai is mentioned, a scientific name of
it must be noted as well.

2) Authors and Co-authors - The name and surname of the author in both
Thai and English has to be given. In English, the first letters of the author’s name and surname must be
capitalized. If there are more than two authors, footnote reference number must be used respectively
and authors’ institutions have to be identified at the bottom of the first page. (for authors who are students,
educational level, department and academic institution have to be given)

3) Summary — This part shows a clear and complete conclusion of the overall article.
Write a summary in both Thai and English, each shall not exceeding 300 words in length.

4) Keywords - Use the words in the content that describes methodology,
studied objects, results, fields, usages or places where the research is conducted. Write the keywords in

both Thai and English; each language’s keywords shall not exceed 5 words.
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6.2.2. Components of a review article consists of the following elements.
1) Introduction — This part shows the reader what is interesting about the topic before
reaching the content.
2) Content — The development of the content should be presented in an
intriguing style. The content should be new, up-to-dated and suitable with the present day situation.
3) Conclusion — This is a concise and complete summary of the content part.
4) References - Completely cite the documents which the author has
referenced in the review article by using APA citation style. (See details and examples of referencing at
the end of this instruction. More details can be found at http://journal.snru.ac.th )
7. In-text Referencing
In-text referencing shows the source of information in the content. Use the “Author-Date In-
text Citation” by giving an author’s name, year of publication and pages consulted in the front or the back
of a text that is to be referenced to show the source of the text. Examples are shown below.
7.1 Referencing the name of a person — For a Thai person, mention given and last name. For a
foreigner, mention only the last name.
Example
1 Author
(Maipong. 2007 : 10)
2 Authors
(Chanaim andChanaim. 2002 : 66)
3 Authors. Mention the name of every author.
(Pianchoop, Intranphan and Suwanthada. 2005 : 5)
If there are more than 3 authors, mention only the first author’'s name,
followed by the dbbreviation “et al.”
(Sripathar. et al. 2007 : 145)
7.2 Names of a legal person, institute, and organization which create the
document — Mention the institute’s name as appeared.
Example
(Thai Environment Institute. 2006 : abstract)
7.3 References — References shall be showed at the end of the article, done by summing
up all documents that the author has referenced in the content. Arrange the documents by the alphabetical

order by authors” names using APA (American Psychological Association) citation style. For a Thai article,
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apart from writing references following the given examples, the author must also translate these
references into English and arrange them by alphabetical order.

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8. Manuscript Submission
Submit 2 copies of manuscript printed on one side of the paper. 1 copy of the manuscript in
a CD Rom with the article title and author’s name on the CD is also required to be submitted. Submission
can be made by choosing one of the following methods.
